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The Liturgical season of Lent will soon be upon us (Feb 17
th
 ï Ash 

Wednesday).  Throughout Lent, we will have opportunities to be in 

community with one another and to grow in faith. Once again, we will be 

setting our sights upon one another in worship. We will be sitting facing one 

another rather than everyone facing the same direction. The reason for the 

change is to create a different, more intimate atmosphere for the season of 

Lent.  There is a message that is communicated, whether we realize it or not, 

in the way we sit to worship.   Sitting in a circle communicates community.  

With Christ at the center we face not only the pastor or worship leader, but 

each otherðthe community.   And even though it may seem less practical and 

limiting, it is the ideal setup for Christian worship which is, at heart, a 

community activity.  In Lent we want to emphasize this. After all, Lent is a 

time of reflection upon the gift and sacrifice of Christ, and on our own need 

for repentance and the forgiveness that come with the cross.  

 

Worship is God's people in community participating in praise, 

enjoying his presence, expressing thanksgiving, showing him adoration  and 

listening to God's voice through his Word.  Worship can comfort us and 

affirm what we already believe; but it also stretches us to make discoveries 

about ourselves, the world, and Godôs incredible grace that are sometimes 

uncomfortable and unexpected.  Change is a part of life and a part of the 

church.  And although change is often uncomfortable it is often necessary.  If 

the church had never learned to adapt and change over time, it would either 

have ceased to exist altogether, or we would all be worshiping in Latin.  

 

So we invite you to look into the eyes of the people with whom you 

will sit at worship. Pray for the people around you in worship. If you see 

someone who looks like they could use a bit of encouragement, find a 

moment to offer it. This is our opportunity to be in true fellowship with one 

another as we worship.  

 

In addition, we will be offering some devotional books for you to use 

as a family or individually throughout the days of Lent leading up to Easter. 

Keep an eye out for them. They are usually a good way to focus our thinking 

and reflections. We hope you find them helpful.

But just as Peter, James, John and the other disciples struggled in their 
journey with Jesus, so we too have a long way to go in our walk with him. Rev. 
John Bradosky in his bible study ñGrowing Disciplesò identifies six components 
of discipleship ï Followers, Learners, Ministers, Living Examples, Witnesses, 
and Leaders. The journey of a disciple is one that leads to deeper levels of 
commitment in our relationship to Christ and his church, from a follower 
responding to an invitation, to a leader who trains and equips their fellow 
disciples. I think the biggest challenge for New Promise is growing disciples. 
How can we expect members to be confident and committed witnesses for 
Christ if we donôt provide the necessary support and training? If there arenôt 
enough volunteers, itôs because we havenôt fully equipped people to volunteer. 
 

To meet that challenge, Iôm excited about several new initiatives under the 
leadership of the Life Long Learning Team. The first is a program to help 
members identify their own unique gifts, especially those entrusted to us by 
the Spirit. This will help members find the best way to serve both the New 
Promise community and community at large. Next, is a group currently training 
to be small group leaders. Small groups of believers meeting together 
regularly provide the support and safe learning environment for us to grow as 
disciples. Third, is an effort to identify and make available a curriculum of 
learning opportunities that meets the needs of Christians wherever they are on 
their discipleship journey.  
 

As a final note: Thank You members of New Promise for allowing me the 
opportunity to serve as President, and a special thanks to Pastors Joe & Jill 
and the other members of the Council for their support this year. The council 
will dearly miss the insight and dedication of both Ike and Mini as they end 
their terms.
