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                                  In the past few months there have been a 

                                  number of individuals, both members and  

                                  non-members, asking where the church 

                                  stands and where I stand on ECLA  

                                  decisions regarding human sexuality at the 

                                  2009 national assembly this past August.  

                                  Here are the resolutions that passed:  

 

Resolution 3: Adopted by a vote of 771-230 as amended: 

ñResolved, that in the implementation of any resolutions on 

ministry policies, the ELCA commit itself to bear one anotherôs 

burdens, love the neighbor, and respect the bound consciences of 

all.ò  

 

Resolution 1: Adopted by a vote of 619-402: ñResolved, that the 

ELCA commit itself to finding ways to allow congregations that 

choose to do so to recognize, support and hold publicly 

accountable lifelong, monogamous, same-gender relationships.ò  

 

Resolution 2: Adopted by a vote of 559-451: ñResolved,  that 

the ELCA commit itself to finding a way for people in such 

publicly accountable, lifelong, monogamous, same-gender 

relationships to serve as rostered leaders of this church.ò  

 

Resolution 4: Adopted by a vote of 667-307 as amended: This 

resolution called upon members to respect the bound consciences 

of those with whom they disagree; declared the intent to allow 

structured flexibility in decision-making about candidacy and the 

call process; eliminated the prohibition of rostered service by 

members in publicly accountable, lifelong, monogamous same-

gender relationships; recognized and committed to respect the 

conviction of members who believe that the ELCA should not 

call or roster people in committed same-gender relationships; 

called for development of accountability guidelines; directed that 

appropriate amendments to ministry policy documents be drafted 

and approved by the Church Council; and urged that this church 

continue to trust congregations, bishops, synods and others 

responsible for determining who should be called into public 

ministry.

You have a right to know where I stand on these resolutions.  

Though I did not have a vote at the national assembly, I opposed all four 

resolutions.  There is a much longer explanation for my position than I 

can offer here, but it fundamentally relates to my own reading of 

scripture and ñbound conscienceò.  Biblically, this is the first time the 

church has made a decision without any direct affirmative biblical 

support.  This troubles me.  I certainly donôt know all there is to know 

about scripture, but I am troubled by the fact that in order to make room 

for these resolutions biblically we must disregard everything the bible 

has to say about the issue directly.  Having said that, the bible is very 

clear on this: we are to love all people, including those who understand 

themselves to be homosexual.   I also live with the conviction that I am 

called to be a pastor to all who come to me.  And my calling is to 

proclaim the word of God, both law and gospel.  I continue to pray for 

Godôs guidance in how I am to live out that responsibility.   

 
 

Many pastors are choosing to address this as a doctrinal issue, 

making public stands and taking their congregations with them.  I am 

choosing to deal with this issue pastorally, as it comes up, with those 

concerned, and as a matter of pastoral care.  This I will do in the spirit 

of love and according to my conscience.   

 

Most church members, if not all, have an opinion on this issue, 

and many feel very strongly about it, which is why this issue has such a 

potential for dividing the church.  There are faithful people on both 

sides of this issue, and it is for that reason that I will not ask individuals 

to choose sides on this issue.  To ask the congregation to share my 

opinion would amount to my asking them to choose a side against 

others in the congregation.  This approach would only divide the 

congregation and weaken our ability for ministry.  I am also not in favor 

of reducing our offering to the wider church because this too would 

mean asking individuals to take sides.  It would weaken us as a church 

as well as weaken the ELCAôs ability to continue the support of 

meaningful ministries around the world  (see page 6 in the newsletter for a 

synopsis of what our mission dollars are used for).     
  

My greatest concern from the beginning has been the potential 

for this issue to compromise the unity of the church (both local and 

national) and limit our ability to do the ministry that God has called us 

to.  That continues to be my greatest concern as churches and synods 

respond to the actions of the national assembly.  Wherever you are on 

this issue I ask your prayers for this congregation that we might be 

united in our desire to live as Christ to one another and to the world.  

And I ask your prayers for the wider church that the Spirit of Christ 

might lead us toward consensus and that in the mean time the Spirit of 

God might work through us to the glory of God.
