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    Review of the 2010 Grand Canyon  

Synod Assembly 
 

Last month I attended the 2010 Grand Canyon Synod 
Assembly in Tucson, AZ with four members from our congregation.  
Our delegates this year were Cliff and Carol Rossum, but Wayne and 
Diane Jackson also attended and Diane, as retired clergy, was also 
allowed voting privileges.   

The theme this year was Never Underestimate the Spirit and 
Rev. Dr. Kapp L. Johnson provided two well done bible studies on that 
theme emphasizing the faithfulness of God and confident hope in 
troubled times.   

There were three resolutions voted on at this yearôs assembly.  
Resolution 10.01 Affirmation and Support for Latino Ministry in 
the Grand Canyon Synod called for greater awareness and support 
of the Latino ministries in the Grand Canyon Synod.  This resolution 
passed without opposition.  Resolution 10.02 A memorial to change 
the Social Statement on Abortion of the Evangelical Lutheran 
Church of America was a resolution calling on the ELCA to revisit 
and possibly change the present social statement on Abortion.  This 
resolution did not pass.  And finally a Resolution 10.03* was presented 
from the floor calling on congregations and individuals of the Grand 
Canyon Synod to remember that we are called to love all people 
regardless of their immigration status and regardless of where we 
stand on the new Arizona immigration law SB 1070.  This Resolution 
also passed.   

In addition to resolutions and reports, the Assembly offered a 
number of workshops for pastors and laypeople on a variety of issues 
concerning the church.  I want to comment on one workshop in 
particular that I attended called Being the Church for All Generations.  
This workshop outlined four different generations of our contemporary 
era and the influences and characteristics of each.  One of the insights 
that this workshop presented was the fact that generations of our 
present age are farther apart and more distinct than contemporary 
generations of any previous era, mostly as a result of the rapid growth 
in technology from one generation to the next.  One of the ways that 
the church as a whole, and our particular church, experiences this gap 
in generations is at Sunday morning worship.  Today, many 
congregationsô worships in traditional and non-traditional forms to 
reach out to all the generations represented within congregations and 
within our cultural context and that has resulted in tension within 
churches.

We, too, have experienced this tension.  Our goal in worship is 
to create a worshipful experience where the message of the gospel can 
be heard by those of every generation.  One change we anticipate 
making when we return to two services in the Fall, is to make the 
services more distinct along the lines of traditional and contemporary.  
But regardless of which service you attend or what music you prefer, 
please understand that we are obligated to make changes that will 
allow the gospel to speak to all generations and perhaps especially the 
youngest generation, which is the fastest growing un-churched 
population in our country.  There is no perfect solution and we wonôt 
please everyone.  We must all make compromises for the good of the 
whole community of faith at New Promise and for the sake of the 
gospel.

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Who Packed Your Parachute?  
 

Sometimes in the daily challenges that life gives 
us, we miss what is really important. We may fail 
to say hello, please, or thank you, congratulate 

someone on something wonderful that has 
happened to them, give a compliment, or just do 

something nice for no reason. 
 

Charles Plumb, a US Naval Academy graduate, 
was a jet pilot in Vietnam. After 75 combat 

missions, his plane was destroyed by a surface-
to-air missile. Plumb ejected and parachuted into 
enemy lands. He was captured and spent 6 years 

in a communist Vietnamese prison.  
He survived the ordeal and now lectures  
on lessons learned from that experience. 

One day, when Plumb and his wife were sitting in 
a restaurant, a man at another table came up and 

said, "You're Plumb! You flew jet fighters in 
Vietnam from the aircraft carrier Kitty Hawk. 

You were shot down!" "How in the world did you 
know that?" asked Plumb. 

 "I packed your parachute," the man replied. 
Plumb gasped in surprise and gratitude. The man 
pumped his hand and said, "I guess it worked!" 
Plumb assured him, "It sure did. If your chute 

hadn't worked, I wouldn't be here today." 

 

Plumb couldn't sleep that night, thinking about 
that man. Plumb says, "I kept wondering what he 
might have looked like in a Navy uniform: A white 
hat, a bib in the back, and bell bottom trousers. I 
wonder how many times I might have seen him 

and not even said good morning, how are you or 
anything because, you see, I was a fighter pilot, 
and he was just a sailor." Plumb thought of the 

many hours the sailor had spent on a long 
wooden table in the bowels of the ship, carefully 

weaving the shrouds and folding the silks of each 
chute, holding in his hands each time the fate of 

someone he didn't know. 

 

Now, Plumb asks his audience, 
 "Who's packing your parachute?" 

 

Everyone has someone who provides what they 
need to make it through the day. Plumb also 

points out that he needed many kinds of 
parachutes when his plane was shot down over 

enemy territory - he needed his  
physical parachute, his mental parachute, his 

emotional parachute, and his spiritual parachute.  
 

He called on all these supports before reaching 
safety. His experience reminds us all to prepare 
ourselves to weather whatever storms lie ahead.  

 

As you go through this week, this month, this 
year... recognize people  

who pack your parachute! 

 

Thank you for participating in our 
Deepening the Roots of Promise, Capital Campaign.  
 
Presently, we are still waiting to hear back from members 
before we wrap up the commitment phase of this 
campaign. But I would like to update you on where we 
stand and clarify what has been confusing to some. 

ɓ Deepening the Roots of Promise is a campaign to 
benefit the capital (building) fund and is separate 
from the annual campaign that benefits the 
operating budget 

ɓ Our monthly mortgage payment is $6,506.00 

ɓ Over the next three years our mortgage obligation 
amounts to $234,216.00 

ɓ Currently we have commitments for $176,399 over 
the next three years.  

ɓ Deepening the Roots of Promise replaces the 
previous 3 year building campaign. 

Raising funds to pay down our mortgage isnôt as 
exciting as the prospect of building our first facility. 
Being good stewards of our ministry calls us to take 
care of what we have been given; this beautiful 
facility, which allows us to continue to minister to one 
another, our local community and beyond. Jesus calls 
us to go out and make disciples, love one another and 
to be good stewards of what weôve been given. 
Deepening the Roots of Promise is at heart a 
campaign to make the most of what weôve been 
given.  
 
We understand the need to tighten belts and stretch 
earnings. For many of us it may be impossible to 
increase our giving beyond previous levels. But 
continuing to give at that level will help us meet our 
obligation. If we are unable to meet our Deepening 
the Roots of Promise goal, it will come at the 
expense of other ministries.
