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Dear Friends,  
     Over the past few weeks in worship, we have heard from the 
Deepening the Roots of Promise Capital Campaign about the history 
of New Promise Lutheran ï all the way from its start as a fledgling 
congregation worshipping out of a hotel, then to a storage space, to 
the Phoenix Plaza and to the present location on Valley View Dr.  I 
enjoyed hearing that history, as I was not a member of the church 
during that time period. It put into some perspective, for me, the 
dedication and deep desire for a body of believers to have a Lutheran 
presence in this community. The continued growth over those years 
told me that the people of New Promise Lutheran take seriously the 
command of Christ in the Gospel of Matthew:  
     ñGo therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in 
the name of the Father, and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit and 
teaching them to obey everything that I have commanded you.ò (Mt. 
28:20a) 
     I am grateful, therefore, to be part of a congregation so centrally 
focused on reaching outward. My prayer is that we continue to see 
ourselves as a body of believers who genuinely have something to 
offer the world ï the good news of God in Christ and that we continue 
to want to share that word by inviting  folks to worship and to our 
various events and learning opportunities.  
     One of the challenges with growth however, is that as we grow 
bigger, we also need to be intentional about reaching out to one 
another. This can be awkward for some as we may not recognize a 
face and think that the person is new to the congregation. We might 
greet them as if they are new, only to find out that they are charter 
members of the church. The fear of offending them prevents us from 
knowing another person and from being known.  
     Beginning May 30th, we will be moving from 2 Sunday services to 1 
service (9:30 a.m.). This means there will be many faces you may not 
recognize but who quite possibly have simply come from the ñotherò 
service. If you see someone you donôt know and are unsure if theyôre a 
member or not, here are some catch phrases for you:  

¶ ñGood Morning, Iôm afraid I donôt know you. My name is é.ò 

¶ ñHello, your face isnôt familiar to me. Iôm _____. Have you been 

worshipping here long?ò 

     And of course, no matter what you say, when words are said in a 
Spirit of love and of genuineness, God will use them for good. So, I 
encourage you to meet at least 3 people this summer you may not 
have known before. Invite them to sit with you in worship or seek them 
out during coffee hour following the service and may God go with you.

New Promise is abuzz with major activities related 
to our growth and future as a congregation:  the  
Learning team is continuing its work to chart a  
vision for the future and our second capital  
campaign is in full swing as we plan for paying 
and reducing our mortgage over the next three  
years.   
 

The council has spent the last few meetings on issues related to growth 
as well.   
Some highlights: 
 

Stephen Ministry.  We have explored implementing this 
program at New Promise.  This well-respected program is used by 
many denominations to provide trained, caring lay leaders in the 
congregation.  Stephen Ministers provide ongoing, confidential care to 
those who are bereaved, hospitalized, ill, separated, divorced, 
unemployed or facing other crises or life challenges.  I spoke with 
Pastor Ralph Clingan, of Good Shepherd Presbyterian, which has had 
a Stephenôs ministry for many years, about their experiences.  He said 
that when you start a Stephenôs ministry you are ñplanting a rich garden 
that bears abundant fruit.ò  Implementing the program requires much 
planning and a significant cost for training and support, and we will 
explore whether our budget over the next few years can support 
funding  this initiatve.  You can learn more about Stephen Ministry at 
www.stephenministries.org.  If you have experience with Stephen 
Ministry in a former congregation, council members would love to hear 
about your experiences.   

 

A Field Guide for the Missional Congregation.  Council 
members are reading this book, written by two Lutheran pastors, to 
deepen our understanding of how todayôs church can effectively do 
Godôs work in a changing world.  The bookôs premise is that ñbecoming 
an effective witness to the gospel in todayôs worldðbecoming a 
missional congregationðrequires us to revision the way we are the 
church in order to more faithfully do church.ò  If churches are to ñgo into 
all the world and make disciplesò they will need to shift their 
understanding about church:

This shift moves churches to a model more in keeping with the early 
Christian churches as described in Acts.  According to the authors, the 
missional church is not about survival as an institution or focusing on 
the numbers of members, but rather in participating more fully in Godôs 
mission and equipping people to live out their faith in daily discipleship.  
The book offers ñdiscoveryò questions to help evaluate whether your 
church is more maintenance centered or mission centered and how to 
make the shift to a more missional church.

Quick Green Tips 
 

Water is essentially the life force of the world. Without it 

even the healthiest of humans will die within a week, 

sadly dehydration is the cause behind over 7000 children 

in poor countries daily. Most of the worldôs people must 

walk at least three hours to fetch water. Yet people 

fortunate enough to be born in places where water is at 

their disposal think nothing of the excess amounts of 

water they let go down the drain. It may seem like we 

have an endless supply of water but it is actually a limited 

resource that we need to use wisely, only 1% of the 

world's water supply is usable, 97% is ocean and 2% is 

ice frozen at the poles. Water continually cycles 

throughout the environment and both water treatment and 

water use rely on this system. 
 

ñThe less water we use, or abuse, the less we degrade this 

precious natural resource ï and the less we have to spend 

bringing our water resource back to an acceptable 

standard for public use.ò (Environment Canada) So many 

of our daily routines depend on the use of some water but 

by being aware and following even a few of these simple 

suggestions we can minimize the amount we use. 
 

¶  A five minute shower uses about a third of the water of 

a bath, saving up to 400 liters per week, cutting one 

minute off your shower time can save 31,500 liters of 

water per month. 

¶  Leaving the tap running while you clean your teeth can 

waste nine liters of water, instead fill a glass for rinsing. 

For men who shave, plugging the sink and filling it with 

a water can save an additional 10-20 liters. 

¶  On average, washing a car uses 500 liters of water! Use 

buckets instead of the hose whenever possible, there are 

also car washing products that require no water at all. 

¶  Keep a bottle of drinking water in the refrigerator 

instead of running the tap for cold water. 

¶  While your waiting for the shower to get hot, put a 

bucket or watering can underneath and save the water for 

pets cleaning or watering plants. 

¶  When boiling vegetables, use only enough water to 

cover the foods. Steaming uses even less water while 

conserving more nutrients.
